13.2 Great Events in English History
Early Days
Romans ruled the Celts for ~400 years
Then Germanic tribes (Angles & Saxons) defeated the Celts & founded the English nation
Language of the Anglo-Saxons developed into the English language we know
King Alfred the Great defeated the fierce Viking invaders (Danes) & set England on the road to becoming a strong nation

Danes later conquered England

1066= __________________________________________ (French) invaded England, won the Battle of Hastings, & became king of England

Norman Conquest

For 100 years, ______________ was the main language used in England

Many French words were integrated into the English language

1215= signing of the ____________________________________

Established the English tradition that the monarch is limited by the laws of the land

Defined the traditional rights of Englishmen & led the way to constitutional government

By 1295, England had its 1st official representative assembly

Some clauses of U.S. Constitution are similar to parts of the Magna Carta

“No person shall be deprived of life, liberty, or property without due process of law.”
“The accused shall enjoy the right to a speedy & public trial.”

The Beginning of Modern England
English Reformation began during the reign King Henry VIII (1509-1547)
1497= __________________________became the 1st modern explorer to reach North America

Claimed N. America for _____________

Caused conflicts w/ ______________b/c they had been exploring S. America & the Caribbean

The Elizabethan Age
Queen Elizabeth I (daughter of Henry VIII) ruled from 1558-1603
During her reign, England became a great sea power & began settling the New World
Sir _________________________= 1st Englishman to sail around the world
Sir __________________________= founded the lost colony at Roanoke Island, North Carolina
1588= Queen Elizabeth’s fleets defeated the ________________________ (one of the greatest naval forces the world had ever seen)
Spain’s fleeing ships were caught in a storm, & many were destroyed
The defeat of the Spanish Armada destroyed Spain’s plans to rule the world & set England on the way to becoming the world’s most powerful nation
Elizabethan Age= years following the defeat of the Spanish Armada

_____________________________________= wrote many plays (Julius Caesar, Romeo & Juliet)

There weren’t many Bibles in print yet & many couldn’t read
The people were so hungry for the Word of God that an order went out for a large Bible to be set up in every church
Those that could read would go in & read for themselves
Men w/ strong voices would read aloud so everyone could hear
Later, smaller, less expensive Bibles became available
Soon, every home had its own Bible for the family to read daily
B/c of the Bible, a great moral change came over England

People became kind, educated, and industrious

The Age of Puritans
___________century

As Englishmen studied the Bible, the began to think that the Church of England was too much like the Roman Catholic Church

Realized that Christians should live holy lives & not act, dress, & think the way the world does

____________________= Englishmen who felt this way (wanted to purify the Church of England)

__________________-= Puritans who wanted to separate entirely from the Church of England

King James I (1603-1625)

Tried to limit Parliament’s power & the traditional freedoms
Tried to force Puritans out of England
B/c of persecution, Bible-believing Englishmen started emigrating to __________
1620= one group of Separatists sailed for the New World (__________)
1611= scholars completed the __________________ version of the Bible
Best-loved & most widely used English translation of God’s Word ever produced
King Charles I (1625-1649)
Son of King James I
Was even harder on Parliament, English liberties, & the Puritans than his father
During his reign, _________________Puritans left England for America
Some that remained tried to get King Charles to obey the Magna Carta
Civil war broke out between the ________________(loyal to the king) & the _________________________(king should obey the laws)
Oliver Cromwell= leader of the Roundheads
_________________________won the war
Executed the king
Set up a new government called the _________________________
Oliver Cromwell was the leader
Ruled like a dictator who allowed more religious freedoms
Cromwell’s son took over after his death
Was so poor a leader that King Charles II (Charles I’s son) soon took over
John Milton= great poet

Wrote Paradise Lost (Adam & Eve in the Garden of Eden)

John Bunyan= poor tinker (mender of pots & pans)

Wrote Pilgrim’s Progress
Puritans lived during the time that Galileo (Italy) was making his discoveries about the heavens
Some of the 1st to support his work

Started England’s 1st scientific society to study the new sciences & conduct experiments
Great English scientists of 17th century
Sir Isaac Newton= discovered law of ____________________

Some of these great scientists were Puritans & all had a great respect for the Bible

The Bible gave them the understanding they needed to look for the laws that God established for the world that He created

The Restoration
King Charles II’s coming to the throne was called the Restoration
He encouraged the English people to disregard biblical standards
Soon England lost the righteousness, respect, & excellence that it had known under the Puritans
Only one book from this period is still popular today: Daniel Defoe’s Robinson Crusoe
Charles II’s reign was marked by religious persecution & 2 calamities
The _____________= disease that started in the East & spread quickly over Europe
___________________was hit worst
Whole families died within a few days
Some people fled to the countryside
Poor had to stay in the city to die of the plague or starvation
Many people of the time said that the plague was a punishment for the wickedness into which England had fallen
1666= great fire broke out in London
For _____days, the flames raged uncontrollably
Thousands lost their homes
As they looked back on it, many saw the fire as a __________________ in disguise
It cleared the air of the plague germs & prepared the way for rebuilding London in a new & better way
Sir _________________________= designed 35 new churches & rebuilt London’s famous St. Paul’s Cathedral
King James II was disliked by all the English people

1688= English offered the crown to _________________________________ of Orange (James’s son-in-law & daughter from Holland)
English Bill of Rights was written & agreed on & England became a _______________________________________

After the death of King William, Queen Anne came to the throne

The Wesleyan Revival
England had forgotten the Bible during the Restoration period

By 1702 (when Queen Anne began her reign) England was known for its poverty, drunkenness, & crime

Many ministers were even preaching that God doesn’t care how we live
God does care & He had not forgotten England
In His mercy, He sent a great revival to the land in the 18th century
________________________________________ was perhaps the most powerful voice in England
He began preaching at 23 & became England’s most famous preacher
Preached the truth of the Scriptures for ______ years in almost every town in England, Scotland, & Wales
He went to Ireland twice
Sailed to America ___________
His great booming voice could be heard by 30,000 people at a time
Preached __________________________ sermons in his life
________________________________ was born in England in 1703
For __________ years, he rode horseback across the plains, hills, & valleys of England, preaching the gospel wherever he went

Thousands responded to the message of salvation through faith in Christ

Fruits of the Wesleyan Revival lasted the rest of the 18th century & most of the 19th
_____________________ was abolished

Robert Raikes= “Father of the Sunday School Movement”
Sunday schools were started for poor children 

At this time, children had to work long hours, ____days a week in factories

Only the rich children had a chance to go to school

Robert Raikes gathered up the poor children on Sundays (their only day off) & taught them the Bible, manners, right living, reading, writing, & arithmetic

His Sunday school lasted from early in the morning until late afternoon

Soon, similar Sunday schools were cropping up across the U.K.

Later, when child labor laws were passed, 2 different Christian groups started weekday schools for the children

Sunday schools became more like what they are today

For many years, regular schools were supported by churches & Christian individuals

English children continued to receive training about the Bible & character along w/ other subjects

_____________________________________= explored New Guinea, Antarctica coast, & many islands before being killed by natives in Hawaii

1792= ___________________________________ began modern missions

1793= Carey sailed for India

Translated the Bible into many of the Indian languages

Known as the “Father of Modern Missions”
Famous English missionaries

J. Hudson Taylor, Henry Martyn, Wilfred Grenfell, & John Williams

The Rise of Industry
Began in England at the time of the Wesleyan Revival
Before the Age of Industry, there were 2 ways to work: with ____________ or _______________________________________
Age of Industry introduced machines constructed on scientific principles to do work
Use of machines brought such a change to the world that the period was called the _______________________________________________
______________________work ethic=biblical teaching that God expects all men to work & that all work is a noble duty to be performed toward God

People started looking for ways to get jobs done faster & to make better use of their land

They learned to rotate their crops & increase milk & meat production in scientific ways

New tools were invented for plowing, planting, & reaping

With these new, efficient methods, farmers were freed up to work other jobs

For many years, the production of textiles (cloth) had been important in England

Had always been done w/ slow-moving spinning wheels & hand-operated looms

The flying shuttle, spinning jenny, & power loom all helped to speed up the process

______________________ (Scottish) perfected the steam engine

Gave textile factories all the power they needed

Englishmen found an inexpensive way to change iron into steel & better & safer ways to work coal mines

They dug canals, built better ships, laid railroads

Used American inventions such as the steamship & telegraph

Many new cities sprang up in England

England began to increase its trade to get more raw materials

Raw materials= natural resources that can be used for producing other goods

King George II

Victoria’s uncles had ruled poorly b/c they were disobedient to God’s moral laws

She was a righteous leader & England prospered
Years of her rule are the Victorian Age
England ruled the largest empire in history
1/4 of the earth’s population were under the rule of Queen Victoria
God used her empire to keep peace & order in the world

British industry prospered so much at this time that Britain was called the “Workshop of the World”
Robert Browning & Alfred, Lord Tennyson were 2 famous poets
Charles Dickens wrote many short stories & novels 
A Christmas Carol & David Copperfield
Rudyard Kipling wrote stories set in the colonies of the British Empire

Michael Faraday & Lord Kelvin were 2 Victorian Age scientists

Victorian Age was a time of great benevolence

Missionaries to the colonies taught people to read & gave them Bibles

____________________ started orphanages 

Housed & fed thousands of homeless children

Depended on God alone to send the $ to keep the orphanages going

____________________________ started the Salvation Army to help people in London’s slums
______________________________ started the modern nursing profession
Opened the 1st school for nurses in England

Many Christian groups built hospitals

African chief asked Queen Victoria, “What is the secret of your country’s greatness?” She gave him ____________________
England’s Decline
During the 20th century, England lost its great empire, much of its wealth, & its position as a world leader
In the late 19th century many church ministers began to deny the truth of the Bible
__________________________________= false ideas that the Bible doesn’t mean what it says & that men must use their reason alone to find truth.
Religious modernism was the result of a humanist movement in France during the 1700s called the Enlightenment

______________________= false idea that man descended from the animals

_______________________________’s belief
Caused people to stop being concerned about their soul’s salvation
Caused a decline in science for scientists began to accept an untested idea as truth
Wars

England’s island location had protected it from attack
W/ the invention of submarines & airplanes in the 20th century, however this protection was gone
Britain fought bravely for the Allies in both world wars & won

Enemy submarines sank English ships during WWI

In WWII, Sir Winston Churchill was the prime minister of the British government

For _______months, enemy planes dropped bombs over London almost every night

Children were sent away to the countryside to live w/ family members & even strangers until the danger passed (Like Lion, Witch, & Wardrobe)

~_____________________ British people died 

Welfare state= government takes over responsibilities that had always been handled by individuals, churches, & families before

Gov. gave people so many things that they hadn’t worked to earn, many people became irresponsible
People gave away much of their liberty in order to be taken care of by the government
Gov. became very poor under the burden of caring for so many people ________________________________________
Restoring England’s Greatness
By the middle of the 20th century, English power had switched from kings & queens to prime minister
__________________________________became prime minister in 1979 (Queen Elizabeth II was on the throne)
P.M. Thatcher worked hard to restore the Christian heritage of Great Britain by promoting family values & private ownership of property
Most influential British Prime Minister since Churchill
Held the position longer than any other British leader in the 20th century
Insisted that able-bodied people work for their living rather than accept gov. handouts 

Turned gov. controlled businesses back to individuals

Employers could keep more of their profits

Allowed them to expand their businesses & to hire more workers

Great Britain had been hopelessly in debt as a social welfare state

Began to regain some prosperity as people returned to the Protestant work ethic

1982= ________________ invaded the British colony of the Falkland Islands

Mrs. Thatcher appealed to the patriotism of the British

Several thousand citizens of the Falklands were now under the military rule of an Argentine dictator

After a series of naval, air, & ground battles, the Argentine forces were defeated

Argentine citizens saw the foolishness of the war & demanded it end

Freedom was restored to the Falklands

England sent troops to aid the U.S. in removing Iraq from Kuwait in 1991 

 & in freeing the Iraqi people from the dictatorship of Saddam Hussein in 2003

Political ties between the U.K. & U.S. remain strong

Irish stew= potatoes, onions, & mutton (sheep)

Potatoes are the most important food crop

1850s= a disease spread among the potato plants & caused a great famine in Ireland

During the potato famine, thousands of Irish people starved to death

Another million & a half emigrated (______________) to other countries, especially to Canada & the U.S.

Plaid=long piece of tartan like a blanket worn over the left shoulder & fastened w/ a brooch

_________________= pouch hanging in front of his waist

Doublet= jacket

Bonnet= cap

His stockings may also be made of tartan

Brogues=low-cut slip-on shoes w/ a buckle

Central lowlands are where most of the Scots live

Most farm the fertile, gently rolling plains; mine rich coal deposits; or work in industrial plants

2 largest cities (Glasgow & Edinburgh) are in the lowlands
