Page 270: Sentence completers are those words that add detail and make the sentence complete

Page 271:Direct objects come after action verbs. They are the nouns or pronouns that receive the action. 

Page 273: Practice finding direct objects

Page 275: Indirect objects are located between action verbs and Direct objects. They tell to whom/for whom or to what/for what the verb is done.

Page 277: Practice with Indirect objects (not all sentences have indirect objects). DO NOT do Think B

Page 278-Think Back on page 280: Information on linking verbs

Page 281: Predicate Nominatives are nouns or pronouns that come after linking verbs and rename the subject.

Page 282:Predicate Adjectives comes after linking verbs and describes the subject

Page 283: DO NOT do Write D or Remember E

Page 284-285:Diagramming the complements. Direct objects are diagrammed on the verb line, separated from the verb by a vertical line. Indirect Objects are diagrammed under the verb as a prepositional phrase (just without the preposition). Predicate nominatives and adjectives are diagrammed the same way. They are on the verb line like the DO, except that the line is (\) diagonal pointed to the subject.
